It does not teach a specific 
method, theory, or theatrical practice; rather, it draws on these elements to cultivate self-reflection, improve 
communication, and deepen social awareness. In this way, it enhances both creative and receptive 
competencies, while also contributing to the development of intrapersonal and interpersonal skills. The 
primary mode of working in theatre pedagogy is the theatre-pedagogical workshop, which uses theatre as a 
tool for reflecting on selected issues and this is how students will engage during the course.
